The 2006 caravan will focus on raising awareness on Human Rights in selected towns and cities in Guinea, Sierra and Liberia. The major focus of the campaign will be on mobilising communities in fighting violence against women and children.  In Liberia, a country that recently completed the disarming and demobilization of thousand of child soldiers, the campaign will also focus on the issue of sensitising communities on the need to reintegrate ex-child soldiers. Emphaisis will be laid on the need to fully reintergrate these unfortune kids back into their communities.
